The Bureau has laboratories in three locations; Santa Fe, Las Cruces and Hobbs.  Two of the three laboratories, Santa Fe and Las Cruces, are accredited by ASCLD/LAB International. New Mexico, the Land Of Enchantment, is a tri-cultural community, enjoys 300+ days of sunshine each year, and has world class museums and galleries, opera, skiing/snowboarding, and year-round outdoor activities.  We are currently recruiting multiple positions; three positions in the Santa Fe Laboratory and one Latent Print position in the Las Cruces Laboratory.

· Forensic Scientist Latent Print Section – Advanced – A degree in any discipline will be accepted, or an Associates’ degree plus two (2) years of additional laboratory experience or four (4) years of additional laboratory experience can substitute for a Bachelor’s degree.  Six (6) years experience working in a forensics laboratory performing independent scientific analysis of forensic evidence, and one (1) year forensic expert witness testimony experience.
· Forensic Scientist Firearms/Toolmark Section – Advanced - A degree in any discipline will be accepted, or an Associates’ degree plus two (2) years of additional laboratory experience or four (4) years of additional laboratory experience can substitute for a Bachelor’s degree.  Six (6) years experience working in a forensics laboratory performing independent scientific analysis of forensic evidence, and one (1) year forensic expert witness testimony experience.
· Forensic Scientist Biology/DNA Section – Operational – Bachelor’s Degree in Biology, Chemistry, Biochemistry, Genetics, Forensic Science or Molecular Biology.  Four (4) years experience working in a forensics laboratory performing scientific analysis of forensic evidence, plus one (1) year independent case work analysis.

DUTIES:  Forensic Scientists specialize in areas such as DNA analysis or firearm examination, performing tests on weapons or on substances such as hair, tissue, and body fluids to determine their significance to the investigation. Forensic Scientists also prepare reports to document their findings, quality controls and the laboratory techniques used, and provide information and expert opinions to investigators. When criminal cases come to trial, Forensic Scientists give testimony as expert witnesses on laboratory findings regarding identifying individuals, weapons or substances from evidence collected at the scene of a crime.  Forensic Scientists often work closely with other experts.

Latent Print Section: performs all work related to the chemical processing and photographing of latent prints and the comparison of latent prints recovered from crime scenes and evidence submitted to the Forensic Laboratory Bureau.  Knowledge and experience of principles, methods, and current techniques used in friction ridge analysis is highly desirable.

Firearms/Toolmark Examination:  performs work involved in the examination and testing of firearms, the comparison of fired cartridge components, muzzle to target estimations, serial number restoration, and toolmark examinations.  Having documented competency in at least one or more of the above examinations is highly desirable. 

Forensic Biology/DNA: performs work involved in the examination of forensic evidence for the presence of biological materials including blood, semen, saliva, and cellular material. DNA analysis involves the extraction, quantification, analysis, and interpretation of forensic DNA samples isolated from the materials listed above. Knowledge and experience of principles, methods, materials, equipment, and current techniques used in forensic biology screening and DNA is highly desirable.
